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Bell Tower Deck Repairs – Completed! 
 

As you may have noticed, there are water stains in the ceiling of our church’s vestibule.  These stains are the result of water 
leaking through the deck at the bell level of the tower and dripping down to the next level which is the ceiling of the vestibule.  
This leaking is the result of snow-melt which accumulated and did not drain properly but spilled over the old waterproof 
membrane which cover the deck and so dripped down onto the deck below it. 
 This problem has been corrected as the following photos show.

In addition, a new ladder was custom made and secured from the first deck level to the bell level for safer access. 
The local firm, Gottron Construction, Inc. completed this project at a total cost of $2,900.00 which was taken from the 
Building-Restoration Fund.  This new membrane is guaranteed for 15 years (if exposed to the sun) and requires no maintenance.
