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Today Matthew presents to us his primary concern – the call to decide “between the fragile security and illusory joy of 
earthly wealth and the true riches of possessing God… Contrary to rabbinic Judaism, Jesus distains all earthly wealth; the disciple 
must pile up treasures in Heaven – no doubt by heeding the demands of the Sermon on the Mount.  Matthew’s whole interest is one’s 
basic choice for or against God; everything flows from that.  The person who makes the right choice experiences the riches of the 
Heavenly Kingdom already.  Given this context, the mysterious parable in verses 22-23 probably signifies for Matthew the need for 
man to be illumined by Jesus’  teaching on the transitory nature of earthly wealth, lest he fall into darkness and illusion.  The problem 
is that this parable of the healthy and diseased eyes carries no interpretation, and may originally have referred to a kindly and generous 
spirit versus a mean and envious one.  Matthew, however, places the saying in the context of a call to single-minded service, which 
must be guided by the light Christ gives.  The antithetic parable of verse 24 makes this clear.  One either worships the true God or 
adores the demonic power of property.  Each disciple must face and pass the test Jesus withstood in chapter 4 – His temptation by the 
devil in the wilderness.  All our apparently unimportant ethical choices answer one basic question:  Who rightly claims to be God?  
The choice is unavoidable and the options mutually exclusive.”
